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Two Wonderful Weeks with Some Very Special People  

Larry Grimes - 2010 Lerner Fellow  

When I planned to go to Poland by myself, I did it with a little 

apprehension. I had always traveled with a group, so there 

was very little planning for me. My reason for going back to 

Poland was two-fold. First was to visit as many rescuers as 

possible. Second was to see more of Warsaw and Poland. I was 

able to contact several rescuers by email to ask if they were 

willing to visit and talk with me during my two-week stay. I'm 

not sure why, but I was surprised when I got all these positive 

responses to my request. Three of the rescuers I had met 

before and four of them I had not. There were several more 

that wanted to meet with me but were unable to find a time. 

Not only were the rescuers willing to meet with me, but several 

also invited me into their homes for dinner. One rescuer, Antonio 

Bochenski, who lived in Czestochowa, invited to me stay with him 

and his family. I had never met some of them. I was a total 

stranger who asked to visit with them and yet they invited me into 

their homes. That is who they are. That is why they helped hide 

people during the Holocaust. They, treated me like I was a very 

important person, but I wasn't. For me it was just the opposite 

they were the heroes.   I asked them why they were so willing to 

talk with me, and they all said because I'm a teacher who can go 

back to my school and tell their story. They were thrilled that 

someone still wants to listen to them. What I will remember most 

about my trip is the friendship and kindness the rescuers and 

their families displayed.

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Fifth Grader Connor Wilson lands a publishing contract  

 

 

After working hard for nearly two years, 

eleven year old Connor Wilson from Mrs. 

McChesney‟s fifth grade class did the near 

impossible-- he landed a publishing 

contract with L. Sue Durkin‟s Weaving 

Dreams Publishing. This would be an 

amazing accomplishment for an adult, but 

for a kid it is truly beyond belief and is a 

testament to Connor‟s amazing creativity, 

his persistence, and of course to the 

excellent education he receives at 

Bayshore Christian School. It has been a 

true blessing that Connor attends a school 

that has fostered and nurtured his abilities 

and creativity. 

Almost two years ago, just before his ninth birthday, Connor went to his Dad (who is 

also an author) and told him that he wanted to write a book, too. He was told that if he 

came up with a story on his own and wrote it out carefully that his Dad would help him 

edit and try to submit it for publication. To Bayshore Dad Jeffrey Wilson‟s surprise, 

Connor did just that. A few months later he presented his father with a notebook 

containing a hand written story of nearly 3000 words entitled The Giant Pencil. Amazed 

by the touching story and it‟s very positive message, Jeff helped Connor carefully edit 

it and together they submitted it to several publishing houses. 

The road to a published book is long and hard and the first few publishers wrote back 

to Connor directly (an accomplishment in itself in the impersonal world of publishing) 

and informed them that they loved the story, but that it was just too long for a children‟s 

picture book. Undeterred, Connor asked his Dad‟s help to edit the story down and 

submit it again. 

A few weeks before school began this year, Connor got a phone call from the publisher 

who said she would like to buy his book and on August 23rd he signed a contract. His 

book will be released in October of 2012 by Weaving Dreams Publishing and will be 

available at Barnes and Noble, Amazon, most other major booksellers. Connor is 

thoroughly enjoying the process of bringing his book to print (though he says editing 

feels an awful lot like homework). 

Congratulations to Connor and also to Bayshore Christian School for providing an 

environment where his talent could be developed.

“A Bag and a Buck” 2011 Christmas project 

for our troops. Here‟s what the organization 

has requested: 

“We are asking for 1-gallon Ziploc bags 

filled with candy, snacks, food, notes, or 

anything nonperishable and non-liquid. 

Toiletry items should be bagged 

separately from food items. You can also 

put e-mail addresses and return addresses 
of adults  in the bags so that you may 

receive responses from the troops you 

have helped.  

We are trying to collect 170,000 stuffed bags so that we can send them out to our troops as 

Christmas gifts. In order for the bags to arrive on time with the holiday mail, we must have 

them no later than the end of October to send out to the chaplains at the different bases. The 

chaplains will distribute them at the appropriate time.  Believe me, nothing says, „we love you 

and our prayers are with you‟ like a goodie bag at Christmas time from someone you don't 

know who is all the way back home.   

Last year we were able to ship 165,000 gallon bags 

over to 19 bases & 2 ships in forward deployed 

areas. The chaplains loaded them in Humvees 

Christmas Eve and delivered them to each and 

every one of our troops. The overwhelming 

response from the chaplains was „that was the best 

Christmas they had ever had when they were 

deployed for both themselves and our troops‟. 

Thanks so much for all of your help and support! 

The added dollar bill helps with postage.” 

 

Teens for Worldwide Awareness will collect the items for the bags and provide the one gallon 

bags and the one dollar to help with shipping. All our students, Lower and Upper School, are 

invited to participate. Students can bring the items to their home room teachers, and the club 
members will collect them. The deadline for these donations is Tuesday, October 18.
